Introduction/Brief description of course:

This is an introductory, college preparatory microeconomics course. Students will be able to see how the interaction of markets and the U.S. Free Enterprise system affect their daily economic choices.  Students will become better consumers and understand the basic functions of producers, preparing them to understand basic business function and how they relate to the U.S. economy.

Evaluation of Progress

All class work is assigned a point value on power school.  A participation grade is included as part of the in-class work grade, that includes in-class projects, behavior, oral responses and a reduction in grade for unexcused absences.

Grading
Your points are earned per assignment.

Late assignments lose 20% of point value per day late. After three days it is a zero in power school until complete (with lost points).
