Introduction/Brief description of course:

Sociology: The study of human relationships in a group/society, provides the student a comprehensive examination of the concepts and methods central to the study of sociology.  The class will examine the major social topics studied by sociologists and identify the impact these topics have upon the daily lives of students.  We will strive to create a sociological imagination, enabling students to see the connection between society and themselves and the role it will play in future careers.
